Shelter Occupancy Policy

a. All persons must follow the rules for Shelter Occupancy. Each person must sign in at the desk
and sign out when leaving the premises of the shelter.

b. The Shelter is opened to ECSU students only. It is intended to offer emergency shelter during
a disaster or emergency. This Shelter meets the standards of the American Red Cross and is
prepared to meet all basic shelter needs. It is not designed to satisfy particular needs of
comfort and convenience.

= Each person must sign-in at the desk when first entering the Shelter.

= When you leave the premises of the Shelter you must sign out.

= [fyou do not plan to return to the Shelter, you should indicate your
destination.

= Any problems and concerns must be reported to the Shelter staff.

= All occupants must follow the instructions of the Shelter staff including
Shelter Security.

= Possession of alcohol, non-prescription drugs and weapons is not allowed.
= Men and women will be assigned separate sleeping areas.
= Loud music and other disruptive behavior are not allowed.
= Lights-out hours will be observed.
b. The University Shelter staff is not liable for loss or damage Personal property.
c. Failure to comply by these rules and policies will result in appropriate

disciplinary actions by the University. Discipline by civil authorities including
arrest and eviction from the Shelter are possible.
